Recent report indicated that during providing 
assistant to the victims of the earthquake in Turkey 
only one of the 9 C-130B Hercules freighters of the 
Hellenic Air Force was in operational condition. 
Additional two C-130H variants used for electronic 
warfare missions. The situation of the fleet of 
Alenia C-27 Spartan turboprops is also worrying, 
as only three of the eight aircraft in the country 
would be available. 

The very low availability of transport aircraft in 
Greece has been evident the last years as   a 
result of the defense budget constrains due the 
financial crisis after the collapse of the Greek 
economy in 2010, reducing dramatically the 
required spare parts support.  

Another significant reason for the above 
unpleasant condition was that the Hellenic 
Aerospace Industry (EAB), due to lack of expert 
personnel and funds, was not able to operate as 
the         C-130 and C-27 maintenance center and 
to deliver the aircrafts to the Hellenic Air Force on 
time.  A plan to separate the Hellenic Aerospace 
Industry into two parts and to privatize the 
manufacturing arm with the addition of a strategic 
partner (most probably Lockheed Martin) is under 
consideration as an option to solve this problem.  

The existing Hercules in service in Greece are the 
C-130B and C-130H versions, delivered to the
Hellenic Ai Force from 1975 onwards. To solve the
problem as soon as possible, Greek authorities
would have decided to immediately purchase
second-hand aircraft while evaluating a future
order of some new transport aircrafts. According to
the local media six C-130J will be acquired from
stockpiles of the Italian Air Force. In 2022, the
country showed interest in acquiring second-hand
C-130J Super Hercules freighters from the United
Kingdom air force (RAF), which intends to
decommission the aircraft of the type by March
2023.

At the end of January, the Greek Ministry of 
Defense confirmed that representatives of the 
Hellenic Air Force had met with a team from 
Embraer Defense and Security. At the meeting, 
the Greeks requested information about the 
capabilities of the C-390. The C-390 MILLENNIUM 
is the new generation military multi-mission aircraft 
that brings unrivaled mobility, high productivity and 
operation flexibility at low operational costs on a 
single and unique modern platform. The C-390 is 
capable of transporting and launching cargo and 
troops and performing a wide array of missions 
including: medical evacuation, search and rescue, 
humanitarian search and rescue, aerial refueling 
(fighters and helicopters), aerial firefighting and 
humanitarian assistance.

The C-130J is the newest version of the
C-130 Hercules, and the only model currently in
production. As of March 2022, 500 C-130J aircraft
have been delivered to 26 operators in 22
countries.

Aerial refueling aircraft 

Hellenic Air Force has under consideration the 
acquisition of Refueling Tanker to bridge its aerial 
refueling operational requirements. Candidates 
aircrafts are considered the Boeing KC-135 
Stratotanker is an American military aerial 
refueling tanker aircraft that was developed from 
the Boeing 367, the KC-46 tanker, which is  
modified Boeing 767, The Airbus A330 Multi Role 
Tanker Transport (MRTT), the  European aerial 
refueling and military transport aircraft based on 
the civilian Airbus A330,  the one that  Lockheed 
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Martin has teamed with European aircraft 
manufacturer Airbus to pitch a modified A330 
tanker, the Brazilian C-390 MILLENNIUM that 
recently the L3Harris Technologies US company 
said that  it was building a tanker from the  twin-
engine Embraer KC-390 cargo plane.
